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The first thing you may notice about this capsule wardrobe is the amazing
lack of any color! [ can assure you, this was intentional.

First, any capsule wardrobe should me made up of 80% necutral picces -
picces in grey, ivory, grey, camel, blue, khaki, black. So I decided to show the
entire wardrobe in neutral, since which pieces can be color is a personal
decision.

Second, I want the focus to be on the picce itself, not the color of the piece.
So for example, “dressy trousers” can be grey, black, navy, olive green, or
burgundy - as long as you have a pair of dressy trousers, you should be in
good shape for any event you need to attend.

Third, the color you use for your 20% of the wardrobe is also quite personal.
[ might love burgundy and pink, and you may hate those colors and love
green and purple. Ididn’'t want to sclect picces in color that you might hate!

That said, I do have some ‘cautions’ regarding adding color to your wardrobe
- add only one color at a time. The beauty of a capsule wardrobe is that
cvery piece goes with every other picce. If you mix in several colors (like
green and purple), yvou will lose some of your ‘mix-and-matchability’ that is
the core of a capsule wardrobe.

On the next six pages, I've showcased several styles incorporating most of
the capsule wardrobe picces - you'll see how versatile these picces can be.
Whether your style is classic and preppy, or feminine and boho, these
capsule wardrobe picces can be sclected and styled virtually any way that
suits youl!

And finally, on the last few pages I've shown a 16-picce capsule wardrobe and
some examples of how versatile so few pieces can be!

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I've taken a few pieces out of the capsule wardrobe above, and swapped
some of them for pieces in color. This will show how only a few color pieces
will liven up a wardrobe, and can be combined with the neutrals to keep your
wardrobe fresh and on trend!

On the last two pages I've put together two outfits - one without a white shirt
and the same outfit with a white shirt. This is why I insist that every capsule
wardrobe has at least two white shirts - one short sleeved and one long
sleeved. You'll see that it brightens and elevates an already snazzy ensemble!
