Fierce Impact (Jpn) is a three-time Group 1 winning son of Deep Impact from the Halo sire line, via world class 
sire, Sunday Silence. Fierce Impact’s pedigree has some interesting patterns and individuals which can be 
exploited in matings with suitable broodmares. Concentrating on his sire firstly, Deep Impact has worked very 
well with STORM CAT, with 11 of his Group 1 or Grade 1 winners being out of mares carrying Storm Cat. This line 
can be found in Australasia via influences such as HENNESSY (and descendants JUSTIFY, JOHANNESBURG, 
HENNY HUGHES, SCAT DADDY and TURFFONTEIN); SHAMARDAL and sons LOPE DE VEGA, PUISSANCE 
DE LUNE; CATRAIL, GIANT’S CAUSEWAY, TALE OF THE CAT, REAL SAGA, VAN NISTELROOY and 
STATUE OF LIBERTY.

Deep Impact himself is from the ALOPE family and carries fellow family members Gone West and Round Table 
via Fierce Impact’s dam. This is also the family of TALE OF THE CAT, PULPIT (grandsire of FROSTED), 
DOUTELLE, KNOWN FACT, MARJU, FOXLAW, ALCIDE, ATAN, ABOVE SUSPICION, MUKDDAAM, SONG 
OF TARA, TELL (sire of POMPEII COURT – damsire of STARCRAFT), PARTHIA and KNIGHT 
COMMANDER.
